From Whitechapel Station (Hammersmith & City, District and East London lines) 
Exit the station, and turn left. Cross Whitechapel Road at the pedestrian crossing. Cavell 
Street is the first turning on your right. DLS is situated on your right hand side. It is 
approximately a 5-minute walk from the station. 
 
From Shadwell Station (Docklands Light Railway) 
Exit the station, and turn right continue through Watney Market to Commercial Road. Cross 
Commercial Road. Cavell Street is directly opposite Watney Market. Continue along Cavell 
Street. DLS is situated on your left-hand side and is approximately a 5-minute walk from the 
station.

By Bus 
Routes 15, 115 and 135 stop on Commercial Road. You need to get off at Watney Market. 
Routes 106, 254, 205 and 25 stop on Whitechapel Road. You need to get off at Whitechapel 
Station or the London Hospital. 
 
By Car from the East 
From A406 North Circular Road or the A102 Blackwall Tunnel Approach, take the A13 to the 
City.  Turn right into Cavell Street from the A13, shortly after the Limehouse DLR station. DLS 
is situated on the left-hand side. 
 
By Car from the South 
From the A501 City Road, take your first exit off the Old Street roundabout, and first right 
down Great Eastern Street, continue through to Commercial Street to Aldgate East 
roundabout. Take your second exit, the Commercial Road A13 exit. Turn left into Cavell Street 
shortly after the New Road traffic lights. DLS is situated on the left-hand side. 
 
By Car from the North 
From the A107, Cambridge Heath Road, cross Whitechapel Road at the junction (Sainsburys 
on your right) into Sidney Street.   Take 5th turning on right into Clark Street to Cavell Street, 
turn left and DLS is on your right. 
 
Parking is metered.  Blue Badge holders can park on meters, and in pay and display bays for 
an unlimited time, as well as in disabled bays and on yellow lines in accordance with national 
guidelines.
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
